The IRN-BRU SFL First Division’s match of the day takes place on Sunday when Dundee, led by
December’'s Phenomenal Manager of the Month, Jocky Scott, host Dunfermline Athletic. The Dens
Park side have played League football in 2010 when they switched a fixture with Airdrie United to
Tayside, only for The Diamonds to head back south with a win courtesy of Kevin McDonald’s first
half penalty.

Scott is looking forward to getting going again saying, “That was a frustrating day and hopefully, we
will get back to winning ways in this game.”

Scott will be able to include December’'s Phenomenal Player of the Month, Gary Harkins, in his
midfield after a one game suspension and that may spell bad news for the Fifers with Harkins hitting
the net on the two occasions the sides have met on League duty this season. Dundee won the last
time The Pars travelled to Dundee with a penalty from Harkins proving decisive in a 1-0 win back in
September with the former Partick Thistle man on target again the following month in a 1-1 draw at
East End Park with Graham Bayne finding the net for Dunfermline.

& 71 Jim Mcintyre’'s men last took the field on League duty
three weeks ago when they played out a goalless draw
with Inverness Caledonian Thistle. They sit 14 points
behind Dundee, albeit with two games in hand, and three
points from this game will need to be achieved to help
ignite a promotion push.

Assistant Manager Gerry McCabe (far left) said, “We will
be going all out for a win and getting three points will put
us right in the chasing pack.”

In the IRN-BRU SFL Second Division, the artificial
surface at Ochilview, subject to an 11:00am Saturday
e , morning pitch inspection, should see Stenhousemuir take
on Arbroath in a crucial game in the bottom half of the table. John Coughlin’'s Warriors were shown
to be extremely ring rusty during their Active Nation Scottish Cup tie at Dunfermline last weekend
and Coughlin is determined there will be no repeat this time out.

Coughlin (right) said, “The lack of training facilities over Christmas and New Year was a factor in our
display at Dunfermline. Our last League game was four weeks ago against Clyde and we won that
and a repeat in this game would be very welcome.”

The omens are good for a home win with Coughlin’s side
having recorded three goal wins over the Red Lichties
home and away so far this season.

Arbroath Manager Jim Weir will be more frustrated than
most Managers having only recently taken over at
Gayfield and seeing an injury ravaged side battle back
from three goals down against Stirling Albion in their last
outing on 12" December to level only to lose a last gasp
goal and go down 4-3.

Weir said, “My time at Arbroath has been a bit stop-start
so far and | am looking forward to things settling down for
the remainder of the season.”

Queen’'s Park have the chance to creep into Play-Off contention if they defeat third placed Berwick
Rangers at Hampden. The Spiders scored three fine goals in their last outing when they defeated
Montrose 3-2 at the National Stadium six days before Christmas with Hampden Head Coach
Gardner Speirs saying, “We are well placed to make a move up the table and three points from this
game will help us do that.”

The two games between the sides this season have been played at Berwick's Shielfield Park with
The Borderers helping Scotland’s unsuccessful World Cup qualifying campaign by agreeing to move
the first fixture of the season to aid Scotland’'s cause by not playing on the Hampden pitch. The
games have been tight affairs with Berwick scoring a last minute winner back in August and the
sides drawing one apiece when they met again in November.

Wee Rangers’ boss Jimmy Crease said, “We have not been able to play since 12" December when
we were beaten by East Stirlingshire and we have been waiting a long time to get that game out of
our system.”

Jocky Scott — Dundee

undee Manager Jocky Scott grabbed a hat-trick when he was named as the IRN-BRU
Phenomenal Manager of the Month for the third time this season. Scott's Dark Blues won four
times in a row in December and drew a fifth game at Inverness Caledonian Thistle on Boxing
Day, to turn a three point lead at the beginning of the month into an eight point lead by the end.

Scott said, “I am delighted to get my third award of the season as it shows that, team wise, we are doing
things right. This award is not about me as it reflects well on everyone on and off the pitch that work for
Dundee and emphasises that we are going about things correctly.”

The Dens Park side’s fine month came on the back of their excellent 3-2 win over Inverness Caledonian
Thistle to lift The ALBA Challenge Cup at the end of November, with Scott keen to emphasise the impact
that their second half performance that day in Perth has had on subsequent performances.

He said, “We were dead and buried at two down in that game. We came back out after half-time and won
fantastically well. The spirit we showed was magnificent and gave everyone a lift for the next few games
and that spirit was more important than winning that day in terms of how it has galvanised our efforts.”

Dundee saw off challengers Ross County and Partick Thistle on their own pitches last month and these
games could prove extremely significant come the end of the season according to Scott who turns 62 on
Thursday.

The three times Dundee Manager advised, “I viewed it as important to ensure that we came back from
these games undefeated but to come back with six points was fantastic. It is always important to take
more points from your rivals than they take from you.”

Home wins over Ayr United and Morton were also secured before the draw up at Inverness that kept Terry Butcher's side 12 points adrift of Dundee.
However, 2010 started in disappointing style for Scott as his side slipped to a 1-0 win over Airdrie United to start the New Year off with a home defeat.

Scott said, “I am obviously hoping that the Airdrie result was just a blip. For the opening period, we had well and things would have been different if we had
scored from the chances we created or from the penalty that their goalkeeper saved. The players admitted afterwards that too many of them were off form
so we will put it down to that and look to bounce back as soon as we get playing again.”

Dundee midfielder Gary Harkins picked up the IRN-BRU Player of the Month Award with Scott advising, “Gary has done really well since coming here and
put in a lot of good performances. He scored four important goals in December and is a big part of our plans here.”

Allan Maitland — Alloa Athletic

Q lloa Athletic boss Allan Maitland picked up December’s IRN-BRU Phenomenal Second Division Manager of
12th December.

Maitland’s men defeated East Fife 2-0 at New Bayview and Brechin City 3-1 at Recreation Park in the League
however, more importantly, they defeated Cowdenbeath 1-0 in an Active Nation Scottish Cup replay to set up their
Fourth Round tie at St. Mirren.

The Recreation Park boss said, “We are a better team than last season especially defensively where we are not
losing nearly as many goals. Goalkeeper David Crawford has come in and done well as has defender Scott
Walker.”

Maitland is keen to add to his squad saying, “I would have loved to have kept striker lain Russell on loan from
Morton but he has returned to them. He was injured early during his loan spell with us but when he came back for
his final three games, you could see his worth to the team.”

It was Maitland’s second award of the season and the wily boss added, “If | win another two before the end of the
season, it will mean that Alloa are still where | want them to be at the top end of the table.”
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Jim Mclnally — East Stirlingshire

East Stirlingshire boss Jim Mclnally was voted December’'s IRN-BRU Phenomenal Third Division Manager of the Month after his side enjoyed a 100%
record during December albeit that they only played two games.

The former Morton Manager said, “The wins in December came after two victories at the end of
November so we had been on a good run until the snow stepped in. Our victory at Berwick was really
important as it lifted us into second place and in a good position to put some pressure on Livingston.”

The 'Shire’s four game run came after three straight defeats in a row with Mclnally admitting that he
had to amend his thinking slightly to get his team back on track saying, “We had been playing some
great football however, we were leaving ourselves wide open to counter attacks and teams were
hitting us on the break to good effect. We had to change things slightly but | have stuck to my
attacking principles and we have got back on track.”

The winter break has seen Mclnally's men be idle for four weeks now although he is remaining
philosophical about things advising, “If we were the only team that would be playing two games a
week | would be worried about it but everyone is in the same boat. Livingston will have an advantage
by being the only full time team in this division but players love playing so we will just get on with
things.”

Gary Harkins — Dundee & Andrew Halliday - Livin  gston

he SFL's IRN-BRU Player and Young Player of the Month for December, Dundee’s Gary Harkins and Livingston’s Andrew Halliday , came together
at Hampden last Thursday to collect their awards, hoping to be facing each other on Active Nation Scottish Cup action on the Saturday, only to be
told that their game had been postponed.

Halliday revealed that the players at the West Lothian club had been roped into helping out to try and beat the weather however, it was not to be and the
side’s will now try again next Tuesday evening.

Halliday’s disappointment at their wasted efforts at the Almondvale ground was evident, saying, “I have just spent two hours shovelling snow off the pitch,
what a waste of time that was. We were clearing it from the stand, pitch and car park but there was still a bit to go.”

Dens Park star Harkins was delighted to win his second award of the season after scoring in four consecutive games in December before blotting his
copybook slightly by getting a red-card in his last encounter on Boxing Day. He netted the winner at Ross County before hitting the crucial second goal in
the Dark Blues 2-0 win at Firhill over Partick Thistle and then scoring on his home turf in wins against Ayr United and Morton.

The former Blackburn Rovers, Grimsby Town and Partick Thistle player said, “This is only my second season as a regular first team player and | am still
learning all the time. | have scored a few goals this month but | have missed a couple too so | will be looking to score more when | get back playing again.”

Harkins missed his side’s 1-0 defeat by Airdrie on 3" January due to suspension following his dismissal at Inverness and he said, “One of my bookings was
for rolling the ball behind me at a throw in. It was the first red card of my career and in future, | will be handing the ball over just to be sure.”

The Greenock born player reached the Quarter Final stage of the Scottish Cup two years ago when the Maryhill men took Rangers to a replay and that
experience coupled with winning The ALBA Challenge Cup has left Harkins hungry for more.

The 24-year-old said, “The Quarter Final was a good experience but | would like to go further
this time out. We raised our game when we faced Rangers in the Scottish Cup and that is a
bit what it is like with Dundee just now as everyone is raising their game against us. Cup
games relieve some of the pressure you face in the League.”

Team-mate and former Livi player Leigh Griffiths has Dundee well briefed with Harkins
saying, “The ALBA Challenge Cup showed the spirit we have at Dundee and we went on a
strong run after winning that and we will need to show that form against Livingston. This will
not be an easy game as they are full of First Division players and we will have to match their
work rate and effort to progress.”

18-year-old Halliday was delighted to receive his award all the same saying, “This is an
honour and hopefully, the first of many. | am pleased with my form so far this season and after
everything that went on at Livingston over the summer, we are all just pleased to be playing
football.”

Halliday, who scored four times last month, made his debut as a substitute for Livingston
under Mark Proctor with Paul Hegarty giving him a starting berth last term and the club’s
reputation for producing players saw him plump for them after seeing dreams of a career with
Rangers end.

He said, “I went to Livingston two and a half years ago because of their reputation of producing players like Graham Dorrans, Robert Snodgrass, James
McPake and Griffiths. | started off at Rangers when | was only nine, playing alongside John Fleck and Danny Wilson but it did not work out as | had
problems with my knees when | was only 13. | played against Ajax and youth sides like that but the injuries meant that | was not offered a contract.”

The injuries turned out to be a blessing in disguise with Halliday adding, “In hindsight, it was the best thing that has happened to me as | have made the
first team at Livingston and | would probably not have done that at Rangers. | gave up the game for two weeks but Livingston coaxed me back in and the
Jacobs’ triplets had swapped over from Murray Park and they helped me settle in.”

Charlton Athletic have already been credited with an interest in the youngster with Halliday adding, “I was meant to be going down there for a trial but we
then had all the abandonments and postponements with Clyde. | have not heard any more and if it happens, it happens, but | am happy at Livingston just
now.”



Building a Spirit of Togetherness

oss County boss Derek Adams may be the youngest Man  ager in The Scottish
R Football League at 34 however, he is determined tha t people see beyond his years
and show that he has much more to offer than juste  nthusiasm.

Adams, who has taken the Dingwall side to second place level on points with Queen of the South and
Partick Thistle in the First Division said, “I was only 32 when | was appointed just over two years ago and
even now, people talk about my age. | am sure eventually, people will see me as a person with lots of
experience in football and not referring to my age.”

As Adams wished, The Co-operative Insurance League Insider looked into his career in football starting
back almost two decades ago when he signed for his local Aberdeen side straight from school. It was the
team he wanted to join despite his father, George (below), having left Pittodrie where he was in charge of
the youth set-up to go to Celtic.

Adams said, “My father worked there for nine years with Sir Alex Ferguson and it was the club | wanted to
go to without a shadow of a doubt. | was not interested in looking elsewhere and was committed to going
there from a young age.”

The attack minded Adams was to spend three seasons with The Dons without establishing himself in the
first team and he sums his time up as, “I played a lot of reserve games and was on the bench for a
European game against Valur of Iceland. There are a number of good reasons | never made it at that time
but principally, it was to do with the quality of the player Aberdeen had in the first team then.”

International strikers Eoin Jess, Scott Booth, Mixu Paatelainen and Duncan Shearer were all grabbing goals
during Adams’ time at Pittodrie and the opportunity to dislodge this quartet never arose, although Adams is
in the record books for a goalscoring feat during his spell there.

The County boss said, “I scored six goals in one BP Youth Cup tie and | believe that is a record
in that competition.”

When asked who the goals were scored against, Adams jokes, “Let’s just say my love affair with
Inverness Caley fans started that day!”

Adams took the opportunity to move away from Aberdeen in January, 1995 and headed for
Lancashire where he joined Burnley, who were at that time in Division Two or the third tier of
English football. The move came about through an Aberdeen connection with lan Porterfield’s
former Assistant Manager Jimmy Mullen capturing Adams for the Clarets’ side he was now in
charge of.

Adams was only 19 at the time and recognises now that the move came too early in his career
saying, “It was a great experience and | learned a lot but it was not an easy time. | was away
from home for the first time and in some ways, | reckon it was the right move but at the wrong
instant as | was not ready, both as a player and a person.”

Adams spent 18 months at Turf Moor making two substitute appearances and having the distinction of being
a Scottish player making his debut with an English Club on a Welsh ground when he replaced Warren Joyce
on 16th December, 1995 in a 4-2 win.

Adams reckons that the record keepers at Burnley may be wrong saying, “I had always thought | had come
on for Ted McMinn in that game.”

Ironically, both Adams and McMinn made their final Burnley appearances the following week when they
came on as substitutes in the home match against Bristol City which ended goalless.

The next move in Adams’ career was to prove pivotal as he returned home to join Ross County, who were
then in the Third Division, and became a part-time player for the first and only time in his career. He said, “I
returned to Aberdeen to live, | enrolled at college and completed an HNC in Electronic Engineering. | got a
job with Fugro UDI in the oil industry and combined all that with playing up front for County. | scored 53 goals
in 86 appearances and it turned into a great move for both parties. | developed as a player and they sold me
to Motherwell (right) two seasons later for a bit of money so we were good for each other.”

And what about the alternative career Adams was asked? “| enjoyed the experience and still keep in touch
with the guys | worked with but you cannot beat being involved in football.”



Motherwell was a step back into full-time football and it was Finnish Manager Harri Kampman who
signed Adams, although change was just around the corner. He said, “Pat Nevin came on board and
he was a real driving force at Motherwell along with Chairman John Boyle. Brian McClair came
aboard as a player briefly and that set me up for six great seasons at Fir Park.”

“l learned from a lot of good Managers, Billy Davies, Eric Black and Terry Butcher. | also learned
about the not so good things in the game when the club went into Administration. Overall, it was a
great time and my biggest regret is losing a Scottish Cup Semi-Final against Rangers 4-3 (left). We
were winning 2-1 at half-time but lost 4-3 and even though | scored, it was a disappointing day.”

Adams found himself working with his father for the first time at Motherwell when George accepted a
job alongside his former Aberdeen protégé Black, with Adams junior saying, “My father followed me
there three years after | joined Motherwell. It was a bit strange calling him Dad or father in the work
place so | called him George when we came into contact in a footballing sense and that remains the
way we do things to this day.”

It is no surprise that Davies has carved a fine career for himself in management although Adams was
not always happy with the now Nottingham Forest Manager, explaining, “Billy wanted to bring his
brother John in on loan from Ayr United and me to go in the opposite direction. | was not that keen to
begin with but | eventually went, played four games and returned to Fir Park and John was signed
permanently so everyone ended up happy.”

Adams was finally able to pull on the red jersey of Aberdeen (right) in his next move in the summer of 2004,
although the Manager who signed him was not the Manager who took him there. Steve Paterson had signed
Adams and Motherwell strike partner Steven Craig on a pre-contract agreement prior to being replaced by Jimmy
Calderwood.

Adams said, “The move to Motherwell was at the right time for me and allowed me to return to Aberdeen and |
made my debut for them in a home game against Rangers. We also beat Celtic away and took the club from
eleventh in the table to fourth place and almost qualified for Europe.”

Despite featuring over twenty times for Calderwood, Adams was told he would not be a first pick for the following
season and he could move on if he wished. The Dingwall boss remains philosophical about the then Pittodrie boss’
decision advising, “Jimmy wanted to change things around and bring in more of his own players. | could have
stayed and fought to get a game but | wanted to play.”

Livingston and Inverness Caledonian Thistle were quickly in the hunt for Adams, who had ended his Aberdeen
career with a goal against Hearts on the final day of the season, with Almondvale picked as Adams next stop.

“It was not the best move of my career,” advised Adams before saying, “I picked up an ankle injury that eventually
required surgery so | never played that well. It was Paul Lambert’s first managerial job and it was a club with a few
problems. | went there as | still had a house in Bothwell from my Motherwell days so it made sense but it just never
worked out.”

After a season, Adams headed north again to sign for County where former Motherwell team-mate Scott Leitch was the Manager and where his dad was
now working as Director of Football. The move to County was clinched by the inclusion of a coaching role with Adams commenting, “l was 31 at that time
and was working towards my UEFA ‘A’ Licence. Since then, | have secured the ‘A’ and ‘B’ Licence and have completed my work for the Pro-Licence. This
is where the age thing grates, people see the 34-year-old Manager as opposed to seeing the UEFA qualified Manager.”

Leitch’s time at the club was mixed, winning The Challenge Cup in November, 2006 (left)
in a penalty shoot-out after a 1-1 draw with Clyde however, the famous last gasp Gretna
win at Victoria Park that saw them promoted to the SPL, came at a cost to County who
were relegated to the Second Division.

Leith left and was replaced by the larger than life figure of Dick Campbell however, his
spell at the club was short and ended after just three months. Coach Stewart Petrie,
Adams and Head of Youth, David Kirkwood, were asked to step in and take over on an
interim basis.

Despite the swift nature of Campbell's departure and being thrust from being a player to
helping pick the side, Adams took the transition in his stride saying, “It was not too
difficult a gap to bridge. | knew what the players were wanting and tried to give them that.
| enjoyed being hands on, organising things and the Board looked at how well we had
done over a four week period and | was named Head Coach.”

The honeymoon was quickly over with Adams advising, “I was told that we had to get promotion and to get it in style so it was a gamble on my part to take
the job. The club’s full-time status was at risk so | suppose it was a gamble on their part as well but | made the decision then to stop playing and
concentrate only on coaching.”



The Second Division Championship (right) and promotion was secured with a 4-0 home win over
Berwick Rangers and last season’s objective of staying in the First Division was secured with a
final day win at Morton seeing a haul of 47 points. An ALBA Challenge Cup Final place was also
earned with Adams saying, “In any other season, that amount of points would have had you safe
from relegation long before the end of the season but last season’s division was remarkably tight.”

Craig Brewster (below) came on board almost a year ago to replace Petrie, who moved to
Australia to work with his former Dunfermline team-mate lan Ferguson at North Queensland Fury,
with Adams delighted with what the experienced hit-man has brought on and off the park.

He said, “Craig came in to help me with the coaching but he gave us something extra as a player
so we used him a lot last season on the pitch.”

One of Adams’ desires for his players is to build a spirit of togetherness and he appears to be
doing that with seven first team players recently signing extended contracts to remain at Victoria
Park. Their Manager said, “The players | bring here are ones | have played with or know a lot
about. They are asked to help build a togetherness that will take themselves and Ross County
forward and it appears to be working.”

Adams steadfastly refuses to discuss a title challenge from his side to current leaders Dundee
advising that, “Our target is to improve on last season’s points total. We made an excellent start to
the season and had a good second quarter but my approach remains the same, | am only
interested in picking up more points. We have the added attraction of derby games against
Inverness Caley this season. These are great games for the fans and we have won two of them so
hopefully, that will continue.”

Having basically retired himself early from the playing side of the game, Adams was asked if he
had ever considered being a Player/Manager and his answer came easily saying, “Playing and
managing is just too difficult to do. Kenny Dalglish did it well at Liverpool where he was an
exceptional player and had a very experienced backroom staff but it was not worth the risk for me. |
enjoy taking training and watching the players develop so it has been no great hardship and | have
never picked myself since | took on this role.”

Adams did play for the reserve side last season picking up a
Reserve League Cup winners’ medal, when he and assistant
Brewster partnered each other in attack to see off Queen’s Park 3-1
with Adams saying, “I was happy to play in that game and to win that
trophy as Ross County has now joined the likes of Rangers and
Celtic and been engraved on it as Winners.”

Reserve appearances are also on a back burner now with Adams
saying, “I do not even take part in the training any more with the
boys. | am on the training pitch every day coaching and | agree with
David Moyes who said that as a young coach, you have to be there
every day to do that as it shows the players what you can do.”

Apart from Moyes, Adams was asked who else he listened to and
whether his dad was a regular source of advice. He replied, “I see
him every day, we have a close relationship and he is there if | want
advice. | listen to lots of opinions and he is only one of the people |
ask. He waits for me to ask as opposed to offering but as anyone
who knows us will tell you, we do have healthy disagreements.”

Adams finished by saying, “He never asks what team | am putting
out to play in the build up to a game, mind you as Director of
Football, he is probably entitled to know!”






Well Travelled

t is a fairly well known fact that Partick Thistle legend Chic Charnley made his one and only appearan ce for Celtic in Mark Hughes’
Testimonial Match at Old Trafford back in May, 1994 . However, a more difficult question for football fans would be to name the Assistant
Manager of a current IRN-BRU Second Division club w  ho also made a bow for Celtic that evening in their 3-1 win.

The answer is Stirling Albion’s John O’Neill and the then 20-year-old completed a whirlwind 24 hour period of
signing on at Parkhead, swapping Queen’s Park’s black and white hoops for green and white ones and playing
against Hughes and Co.

O'Neill said, “It was a bit of a hectic period, Lou Macari signed me on the Sunday and | made my debut against
Manchester United the following day. Most people will remember Chic playing but | am not sure many will be
aware that | also got a game that night as well.”

The now 36-year-old started his career at Queen’s Park and he is grateful for the years he spent on the south
side of Glasgow advising, “I was at Hampden from when | was only fifteen. | had three seasons there in the
first team and learned an awful lot about the game from Eddie Hunter. He was definitely from the old school
style of coaching but he had the confidence to play me as a striker and | scored nineteen goals in my last
season to get my move to Celtic.”

Macari was quickly replaced by Tommy Burns and the new Manager gave O’Neill a taste of first team action
bringing him on as a substitute against Partick Thistle in a game that finished goalless. Burns left a lasting
impression on the Forthbank assistant boss saying, “Tommy Burns was a good man and a great coach and he
tried to give youngsters a chance at Celtic. | was in the first team squad a couple of times and involved against
Thistle but after nearly two years there, | knew | was not going to make it.”

O'Neill's next stop was over 450 miles away as he moved to Bournemouth on the south coast of England. The
move was initially a loan with O’Neill saying, “It happened just before the transfer deadline which was in March
then. | was 22-years-old by then, spoke to Tommy Burns and he was going to give me another year to break
through but | wanted to play. A scout up here must have seen me play and recommended me to them and | am
glad they did as | ended up staying for over four years.”

O'Neill played at the old Wembley in the Final of the Auto-Windscreen’s Shield in April, 1998 going
down 2-1 to Grimsby Town after extra-time and thoroughly enjoyed his English experience saying, “I
loved it and would recommend playing down south for a few years to anyone. It was the lower
divisions but the standard was high and it also helped me really grow up as a person.”

The next move made by O’Neill turned into a long distance one as he left the south coast in
November, 2000 and headed as far north as you can go when he joined Ross County. It was not the
move O'Neill was expecting saying, “I sold my house down south and was looking for a new club and
had agreed to go to Carlisle. The move fell through and there seemed to be a lot of turmoil off the
pitch with takeovers involving Michael Knighton so | kept on travelling all the way up to Ross County.”

The Dingwall move never worked out with O'Neill saying, “I was unsettled after what had happened
at Carlisle and was also carrying an injury. | only made a couple of substitute appearances and after
just a couple of months, | was heading back south to join Queen of the South.”

It was a drop down from the First to Second Division but O’Neill got fit again and was delighted to be playing in a team that was on the up. The first season
at Palmerston saw O’Neill and his team-mates finish in sixth place however, the following season, the Second Division title (above) was secured by eight

points from Alloa Athletic.

It was during this time that O’Neill teamed up with Stirling boss Allan Moore for the first time and he
said, “Allan joined us towards the end of our Championship winning season. | had played against
him before but got to know him well during that time and as everyone knows, he is quite a
character.”

The good times under Manager John Connolly continued and the Challenge Cup was secured in
November, 2002 when Brechin City were defeated 2-0 at Broadwood with O’Neill scoring the first
goal (left).

“It was an amazing time at Queens, we had a good squad including guys like Andy Goram and Jim
Thomson. You had to hold your own amongst that group as there were strong characters
everywhere you looked.”



O'Neill's name never featured on the scoresheet that day due to a long standing mix-up at the
SFL's offices at Hampden where he was registered as O'Neil for the first half of his career.
Thankfully, it is not something the Cup Final goalscorer has lost any sleep over saying, “I got used
to it over the years and it did not bother me as there are more important things in life to worry
about.”

Whilst it was all good on the pitch at this time, O'Neill found life off the pitch much harder saying, “I
was a part-time player and | took a job selling advertising and it was a hard, hard job.”

The player’s form saw him win a move to St. Mirren (below right) where he continued as a part time
player, one of only two such players at Love Street in the summer of 2003 with O’Neill saying, “I
was living in Paisley by them and had started working in the recruitment business so it made sense
to stay part-time. John Coughlin signed me but he left and Gus MacPherson took over and by my
second season there, we were a very strong side. They have built on that and | enjoyed my time
working with Gus and Andy Millen and it is no surprise they have progressed into a good SPL side.”

Two years later, O'Neill returned to Dumfries and the Manager who took him there, lan Scott, was replaced just
before Christmas after a disappointing start to the campaign by lan McCall. The former Dundee United boss
rejuvenated the side and they avoided relegation only to start the next season badly again.

O’Neill added, “lan McCall came in, steadied the ship and we avoided relegation which was brilliant when you
consider the position we were in. Needless to say, we repaid lan by starting the next season the exactly the same
way as the previous one and lan rescued us again before leaving.”

The summer of 2007 saw a big change at Queen of the South as McCall's assistant Gordon Chisholm took over
and the club showed great ambition by turning full time although O'Neill continued to combine both careers
saying, “The club moved from a quasi full-time basis to a full-time one and it worked well. We reached fourth place
in the First Division and, of course, reached the Scottish Cup Final against Rangers.”

O’Neill made it a National Stadium Cup Final double as he came on as a substitute in the Doonhamer’s 3-2 defeat
at Hampden and the loss still rankles with the Stirling number two who commented, “We should have really gone
for it when we got it back to 2-2 but we had probably surprised ourselves at how well we were doing and thought
about things too much. | never got on in the Semi-Final against Aberdeen so to get on in the Cup Final was a bit
special.”

“Eric Paton was on the bench beside me that day and Jim Thomson along with Andy Aitken started the match and
| enjoyed that as the four of us had been together when we won the Challenge Cup almost six years earlier.”

O’Neill knew that was his last performance for Queens and that he would shortly be off to join former team-mate Allan Moore (below) at Forthbank saying,
“Big Brian Reid was also keen that | went to Ayr United and Allan had always remained in touch and when he mentioned the assistant’s job, | agreed to go
to Stirling straight away. | had been thinking about management for a number of years and started working on UEFA Coaching Badges over five years
ago.”

Moore’s side had just been relegated from the First Division and had lost players as a result when O’Neill joined up and
that had an impact on last season, “We started poorly and my form was not the best as | was trying to balance both
roles and that was new to me. | also had not played much for Queen of the South the previous season but | eventually
got there however, we could not force our way into the Play-Offs. Nowadays, | need to keep on top of my form as we
have a number of young players champing at the bit to get a starting jersey.”

O'Neill was asked how working with “Moore the Manager” compared to “Moore the Player” and he replied, “Allan and |
are very different in how we go about things. He knows his stuff really well and whereas we have won the Second
Division as players, Allan has the extra experience of leading a team to promotion to the First Division. What he
achieved via the Play-Offs in 2007 was fantastic.”

“I pick things up from him all the time and you always know where you are with Allan. He gets disappointments out of
his system very openly and does not linger on things but in saying that, | have never known him to hold a grudge and
players respect that.”

O'Neill enjoyed his birthday last week on 3 January and continues to combine football with his career as a
Recruitment Manager with Ably Resources in Glasgow and when not bringing in people to work across the world in oil
and gas, he is plotting success for Stirling Albion.

O’Neill advised, “As far as | am concerned, success this season for Stirling Albion is winning the league. | am not even looking at the Play-Offs as that is a
route | do not want to go down. We started the season well and had an excellent first quarter but the second quarter was not as strong however, we are
raring to go as soon as this third quarter starts again.”
