leaders in the Third Division taking on a side that
Leaders Dundee came back from a goal down to equalise at Queen of the South last weekend and
they face another tough test when they take on a Ross County side that are unbeaten in five games.

Jocky Scott's side have held the upper hand this season over County, winning 2-0 at Dens Park
when Leigh Griffiths netted a double, and then a header from Gary Harkins at the beginning of
December taking all three points back to Dens Park from Dingwall.

Scott is a fan of what this weekend's opponents have achieved
saying, “Ross County have probably surprised a few people with
where they are sitting in the table just now and fair play to them.
They have a fairly settled side and seeing the benefits of that but
as | have said before, it is about what we do on the day that
matters.”

County sit nine points behind with three games in hand and their
Manager Derek Adams (right) remains dismissive of talk of a title
challenge concentrating only on trying to better last season’'s
points tally of 47. Adams said, “We know what we have to do to
beat last season’s total and then the season will be classed as a
success. Last season we won 13 games in the League and so far
we have won ten. A win at Dundee would be very welcome and
takes us within nine points of our first aim of the season, anything
after that is success.”

Cowdenbeath saw their lead at the top of the Second Division reduced to just two points last
weekend after they lost their first game in eleven, going down 2-1 to Dumbarton. Central Park boss
Danny Lennon was being philosophical saying, “We knew that we would lose at some stage and
thankfully, | had not made too big a deal of it. | was disappointed with our showing in the second half
last weekend but that is over with now and we are looking forward to a very exciting tussle with
Stirling Albion”

The Forthbank side could go top with a win at the Blue Brazil's home ground and their Manager Allan
Moore knows what his side have to do to prosper after seeing his men draw 3-3 with East Fife last
Saturday. Moore said, “We need to tighten up at the back and although we gained a point on
Cowdenbeath last Saturday, we could have gained more than that if we had shut up shop.”

Moore’'s men hold the upper hand on Cowdenbeath this season, coming from a goal down to win 2-1
at Central Park back in September with the next game an exciting 2-2 draw at Forthbank.

Third Division leaders Livingston moved three points clear of the field on Tuesday night when on-
loan Hearts youngster Jonny Brown converted a low ball from Keaghan Jacobs near the end of their
match with Elgin City at Almondvale.

Manager Gary Bollan (left) was more pleased with the points than
the performance saying, “The three points gained could be vital but
the players know our level of performance was not of a high
standard. It will need to be higher against a Queen’s Park side that
will come here full of confidence after three wins in a row.”

Hampden Head Coach Gardner Speirs has seen his side score in all
three matches against Livingston this season only for the Spiders to
be beaten in every game. The first game at Aimondvale ended in a
2-1 win for the home side before progress for the Lions in the
Scottish Cup was achieved with a 3-1 triumph at the National
Stadium with a 2-1 triumph in a League game at Hampden being
secured in November.

Speirs’ side have enjoyed home comforts recently defeating Montrose, Berwick Rangers and Annan
Athletic with the former St. Mirren midfielder advising, “That is the first time during my time in charge
of the club that we have won three games in a row and it would be great to make it four.”

Fraser Wishart is now as well known for his role as PFA Scotland Chief Executive as he was for being a  right back dashing

up the touchline for 18 years with Motherwell, St. Mirren, Falkirk, Rangers, Heart of Midlothian, Clyd ebank and
Airdrieonians.

The Co-operative Insurance Cup Bulletin issued to mark next week’'s Semi-Final stage charts in detail
Wishart's career on the pitch and this week’s Co-operative Insurance League Insider decided to look at his
off the field activities to understand what his role entails.

Wishart said, “I come from a family that holds a left wing political view so union and employer issues were
nothing new to me. | have always been the representative for the Union at the clubs | played at going back
to my second season at Motherwell in 1984/85.”

“Andy Dornan, who is now the Assistant Manager at Peterhead, was a player at Fir
Park and he had the Union role until he left for Walsall and | took it on. During my 18
years as a player, | would get involved with issues at clubs and towards the end of my
career, | began to start thinking about what | would do.”

Wishart ended his career with stops at Clydebank followed by Airdrieonians and
events at these clubs led indirectly to him becoming firstly the Secretary of The
Scottish Professional Footballers’ Association (SPFA) and more recently, PFA
Scotland Chief Executive. Wishart explains, “I had gone to Clydebank looking to take
on a coaching role but that all came to nothing when plans to move the club to Dublin
became aired. | became Assistant Manager to Tommy Coyne down there and then the
club went into Administration and Tommy was paid off and | was put in charge. | was
literally left holding the baby!

“That led to me having to learn about the administration involved in running a club
very, very quickly and through support from offices like The Scottish Football League, |
helped keep the Bankies running for a while longer.”

As Clydebank were a part-time side, Wishart picked up the education trail he left when he walked away from university aged 18 to sign for Motherwell and
completed an HND in Business Administration. He also gained valuable work experience working for then Players’ Union boss Tony Higgins (below left)
with Wishart explaining his moves, “I was 36-years-old and had no work experience outside of being a footballer. Tony used to run the Union himself so |
would start going in during the afternoon to help him, basically starting off doing the filing and answering the phone and things led from there.”

The relationship between the pair remains strong to this day with Wishart saying of the one time
Hibernian and Partick Thistle striker and now Scottish representative at the worldwide organisation
for players, FIFpro, “Tony is a legend and the players in Scotland and beyond have a lot to thank
him for.”

Wishart left Clydebank before their eventual demise and teamed up with former playing colleague
and Manager lan McCall at Airdrieonians and it was a case of out of the frying pan and into the fire.
The Diamonds were in Provisional Liquidation by this time, Steve Archibald who was behind bold
moves to reshape the club, had left and financial issues were going to rear their ugly head again.

Wishart advised, “I did not stay long at Airdrie, | had had enough of football by this time and my
heart was not in it anymore. Both Clydebank and Airdrie were unhappy places as the fans were
seeing their teams ebbing away and that on occasion got transferred on to the players. People at
both clubs behind the scenes worked really hard to keep them going but ultimately failed and lost
their jobs.”

Asked if what he saw at his last two clubs had been a catalyst for a career looking after players’ rights, Wishart said, “Yes and no. Of course, what |
experienced along with players was hugely disappointing but there were other reasons for wanting to be involved.”

One of those reasons was to help players who perhaps could not represent themselves adequately with Wishart commenting, “I had a fantastic career but
have seen some things that were not right and it still goes on now with players left feeling unwanted and made to train with youth teams. Not every player is
strong enough to tackle issues that go on and that is where part of the work of the Union comes in.

“Sometimes however, the boot is on the other foot and we have to tell players that their club is right. That is the hardest part of the job and it sometimes
comes as a surprise to the player and we are told ‘well you are the union, should you not be disagreeing with them.”
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Wishart felt the icy shoulder of football himself as he looked for a club after he left his second club St. Mirren and he sums up his time as, “I was without a
club from the summer of 1992 to November, 1992 until Falkirk stepped in. | played a couple of trial games for Dumbarton but a whispering campaign about
being involved in the Players’ Union cost me a few months of my career and whilst | could never prove who was behind it, | know it went on.

“It probably cost me a move to Bolton Wanderers and it brought it home to me how much of a village football can be. | was fortunate that | got a new club
eventually and | would not like another player to experience that for Union issues or any other beliefs.”

The PFA Scotland that Wishart represents is a relatively new organisation. Having left the SPFA, which was tied to the General Trade Union, GMB, he
was involved in the formation of PFA Scotland born out of a desire from players to have more independence in their affairs.

Membership sits just now at 700 with players in the SPL and the SFL represented with Wishart adding, “I like to think on the period from being established
to now as one of great progress. Our aim is to reach a figure of 800 strong and we are getting there.

“We carry out the traditional role of providing support, advice and representation to our members in times of issues with the clubs or governing bodies but
we also have a commercial arm that looks to get them good deals on insurance, banking, cars and mobile phones.”

“I have an idea on how the game should go but PFA Scotland is about the players. We encourage them to join and one thing they are guaranteed is that
regardless of what club they are at, whether they are full-time or part-time, international or non-international, they all get the same level of support.

PFA Scotland is run by the players for the players and there is a Management Committee that sets the agenda for the organisation and it is my job as Chief
Executive to deliver that agenda.”

A big component of the work carried out is also pointing players towards educational qualifications that will help them once their football career is over and
Craig Flannigan is the Education Co-ordinator. If the name sounds familiar, Flannigan started his career with Rangers and was a striker with Clydebank,
Queen of the South, Partick Thistle, Albion Rovers and Queen’s Park during a career that started during the late 80s and continued until the Millennium.

PFA Scotland also hosts the Annual Awards Ceremony that sees players pick their Players of the Season with different categories being voted
on. Some of the winners in 2009 being -

The relationship between clubs and PFA Scotland can be fraught but that is not
the way Wishart intends it to be, with a spirit of partnership being the desired
approach to resolving issues. Wishart explains, “A partnership between all bodies
in football is needed. Sport and football is a different industry to anything else.
Clubs and the Union could run to Employment Law all the time but thankfully, we
don’t and we try to keep everything under the auspices of the SFL, SPL and the
SFA”

Football only needs to think back to 1995 to the changes that outside influences
can bring, with Wishart citing Jean-Marc Bosman as an example of the game
losing control of its own destiny, “As soon as you run to the law, someone else
sets the parameters. That is what happened with the Bosman ruling. The game’s
Governing Bodies ignored the chance to find an agreement and had a rule
imposed on them.

“Whilst agreements between PFA Scotland and the SFL for example, may not be legal in the strictest sense of the law, surely it must be better trying to get
things agreed between players, clubs and PFA Scotland.”

“We encourage debate and constructive argument between the various bodies and the motto of the PFA in England is ‘For the Good of the Game’ and we
concur with that. We want the game to flourish and to succeed because from that, you have more players and we have a stronger Union.

“The game is struggling just now and | am glad | chose this career as opposed to being a Director of a club. They must be having sleepless nights just now
trying to keep clubs going and putting in countless hours of unpaid work to ensure it does so.”

Apart from finance, Wishart was asked what were the biggest issues facing players just now and it is the system of ‘fining’ them that has been in the game
in Scotland for decades. Wishart explained, “There are issues with fines that just do not sit easily and the Rules need overhauling. There is a huge grey
area here between employment law and football. A football player turns up late for training and he gets fined and that seems accepted practice but the
same employer would not fine someone that works in the office should they turn up late for work.”

“For full-time players, two weeks wages is draconian and can lead to financial hardship and for part-time players, it does not seem right that money is taken
off them for what for some is a hobby. In cases like this where the player and the club cannot agree, we want to keep it within football and would ask the
SFL to arbitrate. You will win some cases and you will lose some cases, but | see it as the fairest way.”

Wishart added, “Ideally, we are looking to have formal agreements in place with the various bodies on how we work on things. For example, we are
working with the SFA on an appeals process which would see a player choose a representative to sit on the decision making panel and that makes it the
same as an Employment Tribunal. A formal agreement would allow everyone to know where they stand and allow the game to more or less govern itself.”

The latest venture launched by PFA Scotland saw them join forces with The Scottish Football League to try and keep players in employment by offering a
free advertising service to their members. Out of contract and available for transfer players can now opt to have their availability notified to the footballing
world via the SFL’s website, www.scottishfootballleague.com, with interested new clubs able to e-mail in a request for further details.

SFL Operations Director, David Thomson, said, “We are pleased to play our part in any scheme that can help keep players in employment. | suppose the
best way to describe what we are doing is a match making service and hopefully, clubs and players will find it of use.”

Wishart added, “The numbers of players that will be out of contract in January is thankfully, quite low but launching just now
gives us a great chance to bed this service in prior to the end of the season. It is not just restricted to SFL players, any
member can take advantage of it by simply telling us that they would like our help in finding a new club.”

Already, Cameron Murray, who was with Motherwell, former Hibernian
youngster Ross Campbell (right) and the experienced Gary Holt have used
this service to notify clubs of their availability.

Wishart added, “There may be some players who find themselves without
a club at the end of January and if they need our assistance in advertising
their availability, we will happily work with the SFL to alert clubs to this.”



The Millennium Man

inger Barry Wilson was back in the headlines last w  eekend as he scored on his
Peterhead debut as Neale Cooper’'s Blue Toon side de feated Arbroath 4-1. Headlines
have never been far away as far as Wilson is concer  ned.

The player dubbed ‘Millennium Man’ played with Ross County in The Highland League, had a brief stay at
Southampton, enjoyed trips to Europe with Raith Rovers and then with Livingston and almost a decade ago, was part
of the Inverness Caledonian Thistle side that rocked Celtic to the core.

Wilson will gather next weekend with his team-mates to mark the tenth anniversary of their 3-1 Scottish Cup win in
the east end of Glasgow, which of course, gave birth to the well known newspaper headline ‘Super Caley Go
Ballistic.....” which was emblazoned on news stands and The Co-operative Insurance League Insider caught up with
the 37-year-old to discuss his career and of course, that wonderful night.

The player’s career began under the guidance of his dad, Bobby (below left), at Ross County in their Highland
League days and he had plenty of experience to pass on, being a player of distinction at Dundee as well as a
Manager with Raith Rovers and then Ross County from 1983 to 1986. Wilson junior said, “It was a hard
apprenticeship as | always felt | had to be better than average to justify my place in the team. Pushing myself, that
way did me a lot of good in the long run and helped make me the man that | am now.”

Wilson was asked how his Dad would compare to him as a player and he said, “The only thing that separates us
is that he scored two goals in Europe for Dundee and | scored three so | reckon | must be better! He is still as
keen as mustard when it comes to football and watches me play, which is great.”

The stay at County started with a debut at 16 and ended with a move to The Dell which came about through
then Clachnacuddin Manager Rossie Fraser who in 1992, tipped off a Southampton scout. The move did not
last long with Wilson saying, “I did not like it and whilst | joke | was on the first plane back home, it was a brief
stay. | stayed for a few months and then Ross County bought me back. If | had stuck it out another month, Paul
Sheerin would have joined me in the digs as he signed from Alloa and that may have been alright but we did
team up later.”

County had fortunately not spent the transfer fee they had received for Wilson and he picked up his career in
The Highland League before being part of the Dingwall squad that began life in The Scottish Football League in
season1994/95, although he never made an impression for County that season.

Wilson was whisked away to Raith Rovers after only a handful of games after starring in a League Cup tie against his dad’s old club Raith Rovers. Wilson
explained, “We played Raith in a League Cup tie and were well beaten but | must have played well that night as the following day, Jimmy Nicholl was on

the’ phone to my Dad wanting to sign me.”

The upside to this move was that Wilson was joining an impressive Rovers side that were to create history by winning two trophies in a six month period,
the downside was that the game he impressed in saw him cup tied and unable to play in the League Cup Final against Celtic. Wilson said, “I was at Ibrox
that day and it was a great occasion and | did have the consolation of knowing that | would play in Europe the following season.”

Wilson missed out on the Preliminary Round against Gotu Itrottarfelag from the Faroe Islands through injury however, he played and scored as Akranes of
Iceland were disposed of in the First Round. The glamour tie against Bayern Munich saw Wilson watching from the sidelines as Manager Jimmy Nicholl

chose not to pick the striker.

It was a disappointing experience for Wilson who says of it now, “I must have had a bad game and
Jimmy decided not to include me and to be dropped for these games was poor but | was in Germany
and it is still a good memory.”

Raith were successful in staying in the Premier Division, achieving a very credible sixth place however,
the summer of 1996 was to see changes at both Stark’s Park and for Wilson. The player was getting
married and was out of contract and a change of management convinced him to head back north.

Wilson explained, “Jimmy Nicholl left to go the Millwall and Jimmy Thomson came in and we never hit it
off. | could have gone back to Ross County but they had ended my dad’s time as Manager after nine
years and after the way he had been treated, | was not going to go there but Steve Paterson got in
touch about going to Inverness Caledonian Thistle (right).”



Caley were a Third Division side at that time and Wilson was offered only a part-time deal with the promise of a full-time contract if the club reached the
Second Division. That was achieved within a season with Wilson saying, “We won promotion quite easily winning the League with four or five games to go.
We spent two seasons in the Second Division finishing second behind Livingston in season 1998/99 and securing promotion to the First Division.”

The dawn of the new Millennium had already seen the Kirkcaldy born player carve his name into the record books as he scored both the last goal in
Scotland of the out-going thousand year period and the first goal of the new thousand year term.

Steve Paterson’s Caley were in sixth place in the First Division when they faced John Barnes’ Celtic little
more than five weeks after Wilson’s goalscoring feat, although the tie had already been heightened in
the public’s awareness.

The original game was due to be played ten years ago today however, it was postponed because of
damage to guttering at Parkhead’s East Stand and the game kicked off 10 days later amid claims of
court action by one of the disgruntled 5,000 Inverness fans who came down for the original tie.

That was quickly forgotten about as Wilson opened the scoring in 16 minutes (left) and he was shocked
by the goal saying, “I wasn't shocked that | scored, | was just shocked that | scored with a header. |
could feel the adrenalin rushing through my body however, | came back down to earth within a minute
as Mark Burchill equalised.”

“We went in front again quickly when big Bobby Mann’s header was deflected in by Lubomir Moravcik and that was the way it stayed until half-time.”

Paterson was never the most animated of Managers on the touchline however, his passion shone
during his half time team talk and the Caley players went out for the second 45 minutes convinced
they would win. Wilson explained, “Steve’s belief in us was incredible and furthermore, he told us
to keep on attacking Celtic because we would score again and win. We went out believing him and
Paul Sheerin scored a penalty after | had been brought down by Regi Blinker.”

Wilson knew the game was won when he started seeing Celtic fans leaving with 20 minutes to go
saying, “We saw the game out without any real scares and the final whistle was an amazing
feeling, it was absolute elation. The dressing room was unbelievable and it was the most special
night of my career.”

The celebrations carried on aboard the team bus (right) with the magnitude of what had been
achieved amplified when they stopped at Bridge of Allan for something to eat to find a supporters
bus already there. Wilson said, “The fans were ecstatic and the joy on their faces was fantastic to
see.”

The players got together the following morning at a Golf Club in Inverness and it was there that Wilson
saw the reaction to what had been achieved, “I must admit that | was reading the papers through bleary
eyes and we were still there when we started to hear rumours that John Barnes was going to be sacked.
Our celebrations went on for a good while and we didn’t train much before facing St. Mirren on the
Saturday but that took a bit of an edge off our achievement as you do not like hearing about anyone
losing their job.”

Next Saturday there will be a reunion with Wilson saying, “All the players will be there and hopefully,
Steve Paterson and his assistant Duncan Shearer will be as well. Charlie Christie and | did a voiceover
to the game to be shown at the reunion and it was good to watch it and see how well we played. There
is no-one going to be there that | do not class as a friend and that is a special. When you look at the
team, apart from Paul Sheerin, we were all Highland League boys that grew up together.”

Inverness’ Scottish Cup dream died in the following round when they were knocked out by Aberdeen and Wilson moved
on at the end of the season to join Livingston (right) saying, “They made me an offer | could not refuse and neither could
Mark McCulloch and we both moved to Almondvale. We won the First Division in our first year there and ironically, |
clinched the title by scoring a penalty against Inverness (above) and | can assure you it was a strange feeling.”

A picture of Wilson adorns the press room of Livingston still with a surgical ankle boot fixed on his left leg featuring
prominently in amongst the celebrations captured as the First Division was won. Wilson got over the injury with a trip to
Magaluf the following day although the boot never returned to these shores after team-mate Steve Tosh played a cruel
trick on an unsuspecting waiter.

Wilson explained, “I damaged my ankle ligaments in the final game of the season and my ankle was still protected when
we got to Spain. After a few day’s it was fine and | could walk about without it. “Tosher’ then took it and sat at a bar
wearing it getting table service all day before unclipping it and walking away to the amazement of the staff that worked
there.”

The following season saw a now 29-year-old turn in the best performances of his career as the Livi Lions reached

third in the SPL table. Wilson explained, “It was a really good year for me and a really good year for the club. For a

newly promoted club to finish third behind Rangers and Celtic was a great achievement. | think | scored 12 times
and if | was ever going to be picked for Scotland, it would have been then but the call never came.”

That fine spell brought European football to Livingston and Wilson grabbed a double against Austrians Sturm Graz
to add to his earlier goal in Europe for Raith.

Brazillian Marcio Maximo Barcellos came in at the start of season 2003/04 and Wilson watched a good team begin
to get broken up and decided that he would leave to join former Livi coach John Robertson at Inverness who took
over from Paterson after he had left for Aberdeen.

The once again Caley hero said, “Marcio came in and again | knew quite early on it was not going to work out. | got
the chance to go back to Inverness and | jumped at it.”

The move north happened at the end of August, 2003 and an

experienced Inverness side went on to win the First Division eight months later. Wilson was again
asked to show a cool head from 12 yards out, when he netted from the penalty spot (right) as the title
was clinched with a home win in the last game of the season over St. Johnstone. Wilson explained, “|
was 31 by that time and David Bingham along with Paul Ritchie were playing up front and that gave us
a combined age that went into three figures.

Wilson would spend the next four seasons keeping Caley in the SPL and flirting seriously on occasion
with breaking into the top six however, the fifth season in the SPL started poorly and old friend Charlie
Christie left the Manager’s job and Craig Brewster came back in.

It was Wilson’s Testimonial Season but appearances in the first team were becoming fewer and fewer
and he went on loan to St. Johnstone only to be offered a six month extension to his contract at the

Tulloch Caledonian Stadium.

First team chances were still few and Wilson took the opportunity to move to Queen of the South (left) to start
afresh at Christmas time 2008, saying, “I wanted to get back to playing football again and Steve Tosh sold the club
to me. Training was in Glasgow so the travelling was not too bad when | wanted to go home and the move worked
out well for me and | scored on my debut against Morton. | stayed to the end of the season and then Gordon
Chisholm asked me to stay on for the start of this campaign as well.”

“l scored a couple of goals at Queen’s Park to open the season however, we lost against Morton in October and |
never started again. We played at Inverness the following week and | never got on at all and that stunned me a bit.
| spoke to Gordon and there was absolutely no animosity about it but | wanted to go somewhere | would be playing
more regularly.
