The Second Division match of the day takes place at Glebe
Park where Jim Duffy’s fourth placed side welcome second
placed Alloa Athletic, where a win for the home club would
move them to within a point of Allan Maitland’s men. The
games between the sides this season have seen home
advantage being crucial with 2-1 wins secured for Duffy's
men back in October with the Wasps gaining revenge in
December.

Duffy (left) said, “We need to find more consistency in our
results and a win over Alloa will hopefully, give us the
platform to build on to do just that.”

Maitland is looking forward to the game and so should the fans with the Recreation Park boss
saying, “Our two matches against Brechin City this season have been the best games of football we
have been involved in. They have been exciting clashes played in a good spirit and, even when we
lost at Glebe Park, | enjoyed the game.”

Alloa know who the Brechin dangerman is with Maitland adding, “We will have to watch Rory
McAllister for the entire game this time out as he has popped up with last minute goals in both of our
games so far.”

In the Third Division, Forfar host Livingston in that division’s match of the day and Manager Dick
Campbell will send his men out to make amends for the only League defeat they have suffered at
Station Park this season. Gary Bollan’s side won 1-0 back in October, although the Loons gained
revenge in December when they won 2-1 at Aimondvale.

Campbell said, “I have told the players that it is vital we win our home games between now and the
end of the season.”

After a couple of stuttering performances, Livingston roared back into life in midweek when they saw
off Queen’s Park with two early goals at Almondvale to restore a three point lead at the top of the
table. New signings Jim Hamilton and Steve Tosh featured in that game and boss Bollan is hoping
that their experience guides his youngsters in the months ahead.

Bollan commented, “Both Jim and Steve have great experience in the game and we were lacking
that. Jim will get us goals and Steve will provide great energy and creativity from the middle of the
park. It is good to have a couple of older heads going into a game at Forfar.”

The Active Nation Scottish Cup Fifth Round is also being played this weekend and at least two SFL
clubs will make it through to the Quarter Final stage. First Division sides Dundee and Ayr United
meet at Dens Park and this should be a tight encounter, with their opening League match at
Somerset Park ending in a 2-2 draw and the Tayside match in December ending 3-1 in favour of the
Dark Blues after the Honest Men had gone in front.

In the other all SFL clash, First Division dark horses Ross County are at home to Second Division
promotion hopefuls Stirling Albion. Derek Adams side won 1-0 at Dundee last week and go into this
game as favourites, although the cautious Dingwall boss said, “I saw Stirling in the last round and
they looked a useful side.”

Forthbank boss Allan Moore was disappointed that their League match with Cowdenbeath was
postponed twice in the past week saying, “I had hoped to use part of that game to try something out
ahead of travelling to Ross County.”

There are four SPL v SFL clashes and it may need replays to
separate the in form Inverness Caledonian Thistle side
travelling to Rugby Park to take on Jimmy Calderwood's
Kilmarnock whilst Raith Rovers will be hoping that Aberdeen
keep up their recent poor record against SFL sides when they
host Mark McGhee’s team at Stark’s Park.

The last surviving Third Division club, Montrose, boosted by
last weekend’'s win at Berwick, travel to Manager Steven
Tweed's (right) first club Hibernian for what promises to be an
exciting match for the Links Park youngsters, whilst on Sunday,
Dunfermline Athletic host Celtic in a live television encounter at
East End Park.

he Second Division clash between Brechin City and A  lloa Athletic at Glebe Park may well be decided by whatever
team has the best forward line on the day and both clubs have in-form front men who could help their s ide come out
on top. The home side will look to 18 goal Rory McA llister (below right) to grab a win and move within a point of Allan
Maitland’s men, whereas the Wasps will be lookingt o0 new recruit Bryan Prunty to continue the fine for m he has shown
since joining from Ayr United.

Both sets of defenders will not have to travel far to get inside information on how to stop McAllister
and Prunty as the strikers used to be team-mates at Aberdeen and then Inverness Caledonian
Thistle.

McAllister, who fired home a last minute winner when the sides met in October in a 2-1 win for Jim
Duffy’'s men, started his career at his home town club of Aberdeen. He talked about his time at
Pittodrie saying, “I was really looking forward to joining them and | did that aged 16. Steve Paterson
was the Manager at the time and | played for the Under-19 team under Neil Cooper.”

A breakthrough never came with McAllister deciding to leave after
a year saying, “It just never happened for me at Aberdeen so | left
after one season. | went to Inverness Caley (left) and stayed for
three and a half years and enjoyed my time there.”

McAllister made his debut for Caley, ironically coming on as a
substitute for Prunty against Kilmarnock in April, 2005 aged 17,
and he scored his first goal the following January against Ayr in a
Scottish Cup tie which ended 1-1.

In total, McAllister made over 65 appearances for the Highland club and proudly represented them on
the national stage as well saying, “I played at Under-19, Under-20 and Under-21 (below) levels for
Scotland when | was there. Not many players from Inverness Caley have received international
recognition so | was delighted to do so.”

Former Dons’ boss Paterson took McAllister to Peterhead for a loan spell in January, 2008, just days
before leaving his Balmoor post, with the striker scoring one of the nine goals that the Blue Toon sunk
past Berwick in a 9-2 win.

McAllister returned to the Tulloch Caledonian Stadium and scored in another high scoring game as
Gretna were seen off 6-1 however, despite being involved in Caley’s opening day win against Aberdeen
in August 2008, first team opportunities were becoming fewer for the then 21-year-old front man.

A parting of the ways happened just over a year ago with McAllister turning down the advances of
Queen of the South and Peterhead to join Brechin. He explains his decision by saying there were on the
field and off the field reasons for doing so.

He advised “I wanted to be playing football every week and the move gave me the opportunity to do so.
Off the field after three and a half years away from home, | wanted to come back to Aberdeen and
Brechin gave me that opportunity. | was given the chance of a plumbing apprenticeship and that made
the move to being a part time player easier as well.”

The move paid instant dividends with the striker enjoying his football and
rewarding his new employer with goals saying, “I am really enjoying
playing up front through the middle. | can play on the wing as well and
did that for Inverness but | prefer being through the middle and | am
enjoying it.

“l ended up top scorer for Brechin last season despite only playing the
last five months and have scored 12 in the league so far and 18 in total.”

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McAllister was asked to comment on Brechin’s aims for the season and he replied, “We are
good enough to be pushing for promotion but we need to be a bit more consistent. A run of
wins will have us right up there but this winter has been a real pain. It takes you a wee while
to get your game back to what it was.”

“I had scored eight goals in the six games before the freeze set in and have scored in two of
the three matches since. The only game | did not score in was the first game back, our
Scottish Cup tie against Ayr, and | hit the bar that night with a chip. | reckon if | had the same
chance now with games under my belt, | would score it.”

As for meeting up with former team-mate Prunty (below right), McAllister said, “Bryan is a

really nice guy and | have a lot of time for him as he talked to me a lot when | was just

starting out. He is a good goalscorer and | hope he does well with Alloa but obviously, | want
McAllister in action against Hibernian him to have a quiet game this Saturday all the same.”

The player who McAllister spoke about in such glowing terms started his career in the east end of Glasgow,
when he signed on schoolboy forms for Celtic aged just fourteen. He left six and a half years later knowing
that his chances of making a breakthrough were limited.

Coatbridge born Prunty (right) said, “I played for Celtic at every level from Under-14 onward and was a full-
time player with them for nearly five years. | was on the fringes of things and did play in a pre-season
friendly at Fulham which was a great experience but | had to move on to play first team football.”

Steve Paterson took the striker to Aberdeen and Prunty’s name finally echoed around Parkhead as he
played for a youthful Dons side that ended Celtic’'s 77 game unbeaten home run in April, 2004 with a 2-1
victory. The ex-Celt had come on for an injured Steve Tosh midway through the first half and he scored a
leveller against his old side 11 minutes into the second half. Australian David Zdrilic scored a last gasp
winner and Prunty remembers that night well saying, “I had scored for Aberdeen against Kilmarnock earlier
that season but that goal at Celtic has to be the highlight of my career.”

Jimmy Calderwood came in to replace Paterson at Pittodrie in the summer of 2004 and Prunty moved further north to join Inverness
Caledonian Thistle as the new season began. He returned to Glasgow with great effect the following March coming off the bench again to
score an equaliser (below right), this time at Ibrox as Rangers were held 1-1.

Prunty was to leave the Highlands at the end of that season, saying of his time in the SPL, “l was part of
an Aberdeen team that pulled off a win against all the odds against Celtic and | was responsible for
Inverness getting their first ever point at Ibrox. | did not score many goals, in fact, | think it was four in total,
but where better to score than at the homes of both Old Firm teams.”

The striker returned south after one year in Inverness to sign for his boyhood heroes at Airdrie United
where he spent three terms. Prunty beamed, “I really enjoyed my time at Airdrie as | was playing for the
side | used to go and watch. Owen Coyle was the main man then and he has turned into a legend.”

Two of the three seasons Prunty spent with The Diamonds were played in the First Division with the final
season in the Second Division after Play-Off heartbreak against Stirling Albion in May, 2007. There was
further disappointment 12 months later in the Play-Offs for Kenny Black’s men when Clyde edged out
Airdrie 3-0 over two legs however, promotion was achieved through the situation that unfolded that
summer at Gretna.

By the time Airdrie had been moved up to the First Division, Prunty had already moved on to
Second Division Ayr United in search of a new start and a move to part-time football. He
explained his shift by saying, “I was turning 26 and had only ever been a footballer. | needed to
get my foot in the door of something else.”

Prunty took a job with UPS in their centre at Newhouse and it has worked out well for him as it
has brought a perfect balance with the goal grabber saying, “I am still dedicated to being as good
a footballer as | can be and the job gives me the flexibility | need to do so.”

The move to Somerset Park worked out better than Prunty could have imagined and he is proud
of his achievements there saying, “My time at Ayr went better than | could have ever dreamed
that it would. | scored a lot of goals including 15 in the League and it was a fantastic season for
me. We ended up securing promotion via the Play-Offs so it worked out alright for Ayr as well |
suppose.”



The Honest Men'’s route to the First Division saw Prunty start both legs of the
Play-Off Final (left) against Airdrie last May and Prunty had to put his feelings for
the club aside to take the field saying, “It was strange playing against Airdrie but |
had a job to do and just got on with it.”

Despite promotion to the First Division, Prunty remained part-time and he began
the season playing in the side against Partick Thistle however, starts were
becoming fewer and the forward came to the decision to move on.

Alloa’s neighbours Stirling offered Prunty a start during a loan spell and he made
three appearances for them before the winter freeze ended his participation
during his two month loan spell. Prunty never hit the net for the Forthbank side
however, he was desperately unlucky against Dumbarton in mid-December when
he sent a swerving shot crashing against the bar.

Prunty added, “I really enjoyed my time at Stirling however, the cold weather
ended things there before | could really make a difference. That was
disappointing but they are a good side and if we finish above them in the League,
we will be doing well.”

Recreation Park boss Allan Maitland (right) was not put off by Prunty’s lack of goals at Albion and he
renewed an interest in the player that first emerged in 2006. “Allan has tried to sign me in the past,”
said Prunty.

He added, “It must be three or four years now since he first told me | would be very welcome at Alloa.
When a Manager makes you feel wanted like that, it does make a difference and | have loved every
minute of it so far.”

Maitland’s faith in the striker was a major factor in Prunty’s decision to move with the new Wasp
saying, “Allan Maitland offered me an 18 month deal and it was a concrete offer so | was delighted to
sign. | am glad to be here and have got off to a good start.”

Prunty netted four times in total against two Junior sides as Alloa came out of the unwelcome winter
shutdown before hitting the net in his first IRN-BRU SFL fixture against Stenhousemuir on 23"
January. The striker said, “As a forward, it is always fantastic to score but at a new club, it is really
important as it helps you settle down right away.”

Last weekend, Prunty looked to have scored in his first game at Recreation Park as he thumped
home an overhead kick only to be denied by the referee’s whistle. With the game poised at nothing
each and the ten man visiting Arbroath proving hard to break down, it was not a decision that pleased
the Alloa faithful or Prunty.

He commented, “I have not scored an overhead kick since | was boy and | do not think | will ever score
one like that again but the referee said my foot was too high. Next time | score an overhead kick, | will
just have to keep one of my feet on the ground!”

A strike six minutes into injury time eased some of Prunty’s pain with former Ayr team-mate David
Gormley touching a free kick into his path. Prunty sent a daisy cutter through a forest of legs and past
Darren Hill saying, “I struck it sweetly and it was a bit of a hit and hope but it was a great feeling to see it
nestle in the bottom corner of the net.”

Prunty was asked if promotion was going to be secured a second time in his career and he said, “The
plan is to get as many points on board as possible and see where that takes you. David is here as is
Scott Walker (left) so there are a couple of guys that have been over the course recently but we will see.”

Finally, Prunty was asked how much damage old pal McAllister could do to Alloa’s hopes of promotion
on Saturday and he replied, “Plenty. | knew Rory at Aberdeen and Inverness when he was just a kid but |
know what he is capable of.

“He is strong lad who knows the way to goal and will punish us if we give him an opportunity.”



Long Serving Loon

orfar Athletic welcome Livingston, weather permitti ng, to Station Park on Saturday and rolling out the
I:Station Park’s long serving Club Secretary, David M cGregor, who has just entered his seventh decade of

and his sixth of being involved at the Angus club.

McGregor is a Forfar Loon, who first remembers watching his side back in 1959 in a Scottish Cup tie
against Rangers that the Ibrox club won 3-1 on a frozen pitch. However, his first game was before that
but he does not recall who the opponents were advising, “My father was a season ticket holder and he
took me to games before then but | can’'t remember the details.

“However, | vividly recall the cup tie against Rangers with nearly 10,000 fans packed into Station Park.
| still remember the Rangers captain Eric Caldow scoring Forfar's goal that day when he scored an
own goal just before half time.”

The now 60-year-old McGregor started moving from fan of the club to volunteer in the mid 1960s when
he helped run the Junior Supporters club at Forfar before moving on to the Supporters Club saying,
“The Supporters Club to this day remains one of the biggest backers of Forfar Athletic and to this day,
not only is it a supporters club but it also actively raises much needed funds for the club.”

The Station Park club were the second last club in Scotland to issue a match programme and being an
avid collector, McGregor stepped into the role of Editor when programmes started to be produced in
1975. He held this role until 2002 by which time he had served as Assistant Secretary before being
appointed a Director in 1983 and the following year, he became Club Secretary.

McGregor retains that position now and jokingly says, “I am the longest serving Secretary in Scottish football and
will keep doing it just to keep Scott Struthers from Hamilton Accies getting my crown! | was also Chairman of the

club for a decade from 1997 and | think the term masochist is a fair description.”

You have to be hardy to be the Secretary at Station Park as the previous incumbent, Jimmy Robertson, was also
in place for 25 years starting when McGregor was watching his side lose to Rangers. Robertson was a well known
figure in the town with his successor explaining, “Jimmy was a Forfarian and did a huge amount of work for the

club.

“He was a joiner in the town and he was also one of the top breeders of canaries in Scotland, he had hundreds of
them. It was not unknown for Forfar’'s paperwork to be done in the early hours of the morning as the canaries

were looked after first.”

Another great figure in Forfar’s history during this time was Sam Smith who became Chairman in 1974 and he is credited with
transforming the club. McGregor said, “Sam played a great role in taking Forfar forward. Before he came in, we were not in the best of
shape and indeed, one season we only won one game. He built the club up and brought Archie Knox (below) in. He transformed us on the

pitch and the decade he was in charge were halcyon days for the club.”

“We were getting crowds of over 1,300 at games, made it to Hampden for Cup Semi-Finals and the town was jumping. It was not a revival

as we had never been anywhere before.”

Smith’s drive came at a price as his directness would not always be appreciated and McGregor explained,
“If there was ever a man who did not suffer fools gladly it was Sam and he let people know it. You had to
build a few bridges behind him and he loved nothing more than to rile local clubs and it is fair to say that

we speak to Brechin City a lot more these days than we used to.”

“Both Jimmy and Sam were great characters and they passed away in the 1990s with their part in Forfar’s

history secured.”

The appointment of Knox in 1976 was the catalyst for a decade of success at Station Park that has never
been seen since. Knox kicked things off on the pitch before leaving to join Aberdeen as Assistant
Manager in 1980 and just three years after being in charge of Forfar, he was next to the now Manchester

United boss, Sir Alex Ferguson, as Real Madrid were defeated in the European Cup Winners’ Cup Final.

McGregor said, “Archie lifted the club in the right direction and he helped us to become a more respected

football club and it helped him move on to further fame as well.”



Knox’s foundations were built on by Doug Houston (below right) and the Second
Division Championship was won in season 1983/84 (left) in great style with
McGregor summing up the achievement by saying, “We did not just win the
division, we won it with five games to spare and set a record points total as well. “

Two seasons later we earned 44 points in the First Division and Falkirk were
promoted to the Premier Division with 45 points. That is how close we came to
bringing Premier Division football here.”

As well as outstanding League campaigns, Forfar were renowned for their cup
exploits, reaching the Scottish League Cup Semi-Final stage in Season 1977/78
against Rangers. The lbrox club required extra-time to see off Forfar and the 5-2
scoreline reflects the extent to which Forfar legs caved in during extra-time after a
pulsating 90 minutes.

Four years later, Rangers required a replay to see them off after a goalless first
game in a Scottish Cup Semi-Final. The Loons were famously denied a penalty
late in the first game and McGregor was asked if that decision still rankles at
Station Park and he said, “At the game, we were adamant it was a penalty but to
be fair to Kenny Hope the referee, TV pictures were not conclusive.”

McGregor reckons that a combination of the Managers who took Forfar to both Semi-Finals may have been enough to reach the Final
stage of the both cup competitions saying, “They were both great Managers and a mix of them would have made a fantastic Manager.
They had such different personalities that if you took their strengths and made them one Manager, we may have well won one of the two

cup competitions.”

Houston stayed on at Station Park until 1986 and First Division status was retained until 1992 and the club
have bounced about the bottom two divisions since. McGregor says of the side’s three year spell in the
Third Division, “We have been in the Third Division too long, which is a strange thing to say when you
consider we ended bottom of the table in 2008 but Dick Campbell has pulled things round in the time he
has been here.”

The experienced Campbell has been tasked with getting promotion and he has McGregor’s full backing
saying, “Dick knows the football business inside out and you do not become an SFA coach without
working hard. There is never a dull moment when Dick is around although | have to say organisation is not
his strong point. Catching Livingston will be hard but | know Dick will be as disappointed as the rest of us if
we are not a Second Division team come May.”

McGregor was asked who have been the star players during his time and he replied, “My favourite team
was the one that won the League in season 1983/84.

“Goalkeeper Stewart Kennedy was a great servant to us, a former Rangers and Scotland player who gave Forfar ten great years of

service.

“There were five players in the eighties who made more than four hundred appearances each for Forfar and that was remarkable. Alex

Brash, Billy Bennett, Kenny Brown and John Clark were great servants.

“However, lan McPhee made over five hundred and he
is our record appearance holder and | do not think his
record will ever be beaten. He was a big part of our
teams that were promoted in seasons 1983/84 and
1994/95. lan also had spells at Dundee United and
Airdrieonians in-between times as well as a four year
spell as Manager.”

“Sport must run in his family as his son Paul is away on
a golfing bursary to the United States which is a great
achievement when you consider he had leukaemia
when he was younger.”

Forfar provided the launch pad for Craig Brewster’s (right) career almost a quarter of a century ago
after Dundee United failed to convert his schoolboy signing into a professional one with McGregor
saying, “Craig is as good a player as | have ever seen. He had the best left foot a player Forfar has
ever had and he still keeps in touch with us and we are obviously delighted at what he has gone
on to do.”

The Third Division title winning side also earn a special place in McGregor’s heart with McGregor
commenting, “They were a good attacking side with Allan Morgan and David Bingham on board.
Bobby Mann was also here and he scored the goal that won the first ever Third Division
Championship against Ross County.”

McGregor was asked who in the present squad impresses him and he advised, “Goalkeeper Ally
Brown played at a higher level with Hibs and could return to that level and Dick’s son Ross (below)
started the season on fire in front of goal. When you consider he never played the game for years
before starting again, he is some player.

“We are a sound and experienced side and the three players brought in from Arbroath recently
have helped that. | am delighted Jamie Bishop is on board now as he has a strong Forfar
connection in his family.”

After spending over 50 years in and around Station Park, McGregor was asked what has changed about the game and he replied, “The
money side of things has definitely changed. It was always hard to raise funds but at the moment, it is even more difficult than it was when
| was involved in the Supporters Club in the 1970s.”

The matchday experience has also changed with McGregor advising, “For a start, matchday has become
a lot longer for club officials. You used to be able to turn up at quarter to three and be home by half past
five. Nowadays, corporate hospitality sees you on duty from noon and home by half past seven.”

McGregor does welcome the longer days all the same saying, “Corporate hospitality is vital to Forfar and
we enjoy doing it. Some days, we can have over forty guests and the takings from that can often match
what comes through the turnstiles”

One thing has remained constant thankfully with McGregor saying, “We have always been a very settled
and happy club. One club visited us and we had four former Managers here watching the game and they
remarked that it was unlikely that would have happened at their club.”

“The camaraderie amongst clubs in the SFL has remained strong particularly in the Second and Third
Divisions. It is not as strong the further you move up in Scottish football but we still have that and that is
fantastic.”

Another thing that has never changed is the ‘Forfar Bridie’ with McGregor advising, “Yes, they are still
sold at the ground and we have them in the Boardroom as well.”

To add to his longevity at Forfar, McGregor has worked for 37 years for local company Ramsay Ladders, who fans of the SFL will be quick
to identify as a former shirt sponsor of Forfar's sky blue tops with Sales Manager McGregor advising, “The boss at that time used to be on
the Board at Station Park as well.”

Finally, McGregor was asked to confirm the rumour that he was also a massive
cricket fan and he confirmed he was saying, “Just whisper it but | do support
England at cricket and | will go along to Test Matches with a few friends.

“| played cricket for more than 20 years at the local Strathmore Cricket Club and
was also involved in the Scottish Cricket Union in the 1990s. | do find time for
bowls as well but | never made a career of a having a position in the SFL or the
SFA as | suppose | just never had the time.”

Asked to sum up his time in football, McGregor said, “I have made a lot of good
friends through football and have been able to attend huge games so it has been
fantastic. Hopefully, Forfar will be back in the Second Division next season and
of course, Scott Struthers can wait for a good while longer before he can say he

is the longest serving Secretary in Scottish football.”
